ORDINANCE 99- 20 

"BE IT ENACTED BY THE QUORUM C(?URT OF THE COUNTY OF SEBASTIAN, STATE OF 

ARKANSAS, AN ORDINANCE TO BE ENTITLED:" 

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE OWNING OR HARBORING OF ANY VICIOUS ANIMAL, 
SNAKE, OR EXOTIC SPECIES OR WILD ANIMAL WHICH MAY ATTACK OR INJURE A PERSON, OR 
HARASS, WOUND, OR KILL DOMESTIC ANIMALS AND POUL TRY; ESTABLISHING EXEMPTIONS 
FROM SUCH AND TO PROVIDE FOR THE PENALTIES FOR VIOLATION THEREOF AND OTHER 
MATTERS. 

WHEREAS, THE PROBLEM OF VICIOUS ANIMALS IS A GROWING PROBLEM IN SEBASTIAN 
COUNTY,ARKANSAS;AND 

WHEREAS, THE LAW OF THE STATE OF ARKANSAS PROVIDES FOR CIVIL REMEDIES FOR 
ANY PERSON HARMED BY A DANGEROUS OR VICIOUS ANIMAL; AND 

WHEREAS, THERE IS A NEED TO PROVIDE ADDITIONAL CRIMINAL SANCTIONS AGAINST 
THOSE WHO OWN OR HARBOR SAID ANIMALS: 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE QUORUM COURT OF SEBASTIAN COUNTY, 
ARKANSAS: 

ARTICLE I: DEFINITIONS: 

A. Animal. The word animal pertains to any animal as set out in Article I, Definitions. 

B. Animal Control Officer. Shall mean any person employed by a municipality, county or slate who is trained 
and certified to provide Animal Control Services. 

C. Animal Owner. Any person having ownership or personal rights in a dog or other animal, or any person 
who keeps, cares for, acts as custodian for, or knowingly permits a dog or other animal to remain on or 
about any premises occupied by him. 

D. Exotic Wild Animals. Any snake or animal of a wild, ferocious, fierce or dangerous species likely to 
create harm or threat of haim in any place other than zoological parks, aquariums, laboratories, circus or 
other licensed exhibitory shows; or those not under the direct supervision of licensed commercial dealers, 
State Game and Fish Management Commissioners, Federal Wildlife Services or U.S. Department of 
Agriculture. 

E. Livestock. Any members of the equine, bovine, ovine, porcine, and ratite species, and confined 
domesticated hares, rabbits and mink. 

F. Poultry. All domesticated fowl and domesticated game birds which are kept in captivity. 

G. Police Officer. Shall mean any person employed or elected by a municipality, county_or state whose duty 
it is to preserve peace or to make arrests or to enforce law. 

H. Police Work Dog. A dog trained to aid law enforcement officers and actually used for police work 
purposes, including the protection of the public, investigation of crime and the apprehension of law 
violators. 
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I. Vicious Animal. Any animal that inflicts unprovoked bites or attacks human beings, livestock, or poultry 
. shall be considered a Vicious Animal. At the discretion of an Animal Control Officer or a Police Officer, 

any animal that approaches an individual in such a way as to place that individual in reasonable fear of 
unprovoked injury or attack whether it occurs upon streets, sidewalks, public grounds or private property 
may be considered a Vicious Animal. 

ARTICLE 2: PERMITTING ANIMAL TO GO AT LARGE, IMPOUNDMENT & RESTRAINT. 

A. No animal owner or possessor of any animal covered by this Ordinance may at any time pennit the same to 
be in a situation or place where it can inflict injury or be a threat of danger to any human being, livestock, 
or other domesticated animal. 

B. Any such animal known to have inflicted a biting injury upon one or more persons with injury of 
sufficient severity to require medical treatment shall be impounded and observed at the owner's expense in 
a way consistent with Section 3 of the Rabies Control Act. (Ark. Code Ann. 70-19-301-312) 

C. Any Police Officer or Animal Control Officer, who has reasonable grounds to believe that an animal is 
vicious and uncontrolled, or a threat to human safety may impound such animal at the owner's expense. 
The owner shall have IO days to pick up said animal and pay the fees accrued therein, or said animal shall 
become the property of the impounding facility. Furthermore, upon release the owner shall be required to 
muzzle said animal and/or restrain it in any other manner consistent with Article 3. 

D. If, in the discretion of the Animal Control Officer or any other police officer, capture ofan animal believed 
to be vicious, uncontrolled and a threat to human safety poses too great a danger to the capturing officer or 
other human beings, lethal force may be used, in accordance with the agency's firearms policy and all other 
relevant policies, in order to prevent harm to human beings, livestock, or domesticated animals. 

ARTICLE 3: INVESTIGATION; RESTRAINT 

A. Upon a complaint that any animal covered under this Ordinance is being harbored, a police officer or 
Animal Control Officer shall investigate such and may require the keeper or owner of said animal to 
restrain or dispose of such animal in a reasonable manner consistent with this Ordinance. Such 
requirements may include chaining, posting of warning signs, enclosures, protective barriers, muzzling, 
destruction of the animal, or other measures necessary to abate nuisances, unhealthful or inhumane 
conditions. Failure to comply with said measures shall be deemed a violation of this Ordinance, unless a 
comt of law finds that such measures were unreasonable. 

B. Family pets, livestock working dogs and hunting dogs that are not deemed to be aggressive or vicious in 
nature are specifically exempt from the provisions in this Ordinance until such time as an Animal Control 
Officer or Police Officer may, in his/her discretion, deem a specific animal vicious in the interest of public 
safety. 

ARTICLE 4: DUTY OF INDIVIDUAL TO USE PROTECTIVE MEASURES 

A. An individual who keeps any animal covered by this Ordinance shall exercise the highest degree of care to 
protect children and the general public from attack and danger, actual or perceived. 

B. Appropriate chaining, posting of warning signs, or maintenance of the animal within enclosures shall meet 
the standard of care if such practice reasonably precludes the possibility of inadvertent contact and 
probable injury in all instances where a child or unsuspecting person might be put into unintentional 
contact with the animal. Under the provisions of this Ordinance, any instance of inadvertent contact, injury 
or harm shall constitute prima facie evidence of the animal owner's failure to exercise a sufficient degree 
of protective care. 

C. When public safety requires additional protective measures the animal owner shall provide a protective 
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barrier or other means such as properly fitted, heavy wire, nylon or leather muzzle which the animal cannot 
· remove, together with a strong, durable chain which the animal cannot break or remove, or where such is 

appropriate, a strong cage with a padlock locked in place or a strong high chain link fence enclosure 
constructed so that the animal cannot climb, jump over, dig under or escape from the enclosure. If these 
measures are deemed insufficient tnen said animal shall be destroyed. 

ARTICLE 5: PENALTY AND ENFORCEMENT 

Any violation of this Ordinance is deemed a Class A misdemeanor. Each day that a violation exists shall 
be considered a separate offense. Furthermore, the County Judge or any individual may institute a civil action to 
compel compliance with this ordinance and seek injunctive relief, damages, or other civil sanctions including the 
award of attomey fees and costs. 

ARTICLE 6: TNVESTIGA TION; IMPOUNDMENT 

A police officer or Animal Control Officer may order an owner to keep any animal covered by this 
ordinance restrained or impounded pending investigation that such animal has attacked human beings or has 
harassed, wounded or killed livestock or poultry. 

ARTICLE 7: COMPLAINTS, INVESTIGATION, CORRECTIVE MEASURES 

A. If any person or groups of persons has knowledge or reasonable grounds to suspect that animal owners are 
maintaining dogs or other animals in such a manner as to constitute a nuisance by reason of unhealthful 
conditions, or maltreatment, they shall have the right to complain to local law enforcement agencies, health 
officials, or humane society officials and such authorities shall investigate the complaint. 

B. Such officials shall have full authority to examine complainant and other witnesses for relevant testimony 
and to prescribe and counsel corrective measures consistent with Article 3 to the animal owner. 

C. If, after a period of IO days, the owner/keeper fails to comply with the corrective measures ordered by 
health or government officials then such shall be deemed a violation of this Ordinance, unless a court of 
law finds that such measures were unreasonable. 

ARTICLE 8: ABANDONMENT OR DUMPING 

Dumping or abandoning any animal is prohibited and shall constitute a violation of this Ordinance. 

ARTICLE 9: INCORPORATION OF STATE LAW 

The provisions_ofthe Rabies Control Act, ACA 20-19-301-312 and those statutes regarding Cruelty to 
Animals, ACA 5-62-101-120 are incorporated by reference herein and made a part of this Ordinance. 

ARTICLE IO: COSTS 

A. In the event a law enforcement agency, health official or authorized personnel of the River Valley Humane 
Society and South Sebastian County Humane Society are required or requested to investigate a violation of 
this Ordinance and said complaint is substantiated, the reasonable cost of the investigation of such may be 
assessed by the Court against the owner or possessor of the animal. 

B. If at any time it becomes necessary to impound or destroy an animal pursuant to this Ordinance, all costs 
related to such impoundment or destruction shall be paid by the owner or possessor of said animal, and 
failure to do so shall constitute a violation of this Ordinance. 

ARTICLE 11: PROOF OF COMPLIANCE WITH RABIES CONTROL ACT 



19

Any police officer or Animal Control Officer investigating a violation of this Ordinance shall demand 
proof of compliance with the Rabies Control Act. Failure to produce such proof of compliance shall be deemed a 
violation of this Ordinance. 

ARTICLE 12: EXEMPTIONS 

A. Nothing in this Ordinance shall apply in any manner whatsoever to the official use of police work dogs 
trained to aid law enforcement officers if such dogs are being actively used for police work purposes 
including protection of the public, investigation of crime, or the apprehension of law violators. 

B. Nothing in this Ordinance precludes an animal from "protecting his owner" --or any other person for whom 
he feels loyalty-- from physical attack. An animal defending itself against injury or battery shall not be 
considered a Vicious Animal under this Ordinance. Determination of whether the animal was acting in 
defense ofa human being or itself is within the discretion of the Animal Control Officer. 

C. This Ordinance does not apply when an individual trespasses on an animal owner's property. However, 
each dog owner or other animal owner shall exercise care to make certain that no harm results to an 
innocent trespasser, such as children, misguided pedestrians, invitees, trades people, servants, business 
associates, social guests and friends. 

D. Pursuant to Act 393 of 1987, any person engaged in raising or owning livestock or domesticated animals 
has the right to protect said animals from dogs, including the killing of such dogs if necessary. 

E. All political subdivisions and municipalities which have already enacted Ordinances designed to protect 
citizens from attack or ittjury inflicted by vicious or exotic wild animals shall be exempt from the 
application of this Ordinance. 

ARTICLE 13: NO ENCROACHMENT ON OTHER OFFICIAL DUTIES 

Nothing in this Ordinance shall encroach upon the official duties or activities of the State Game and Fish 
Commission, the Federal Fish and Wildlife Service, the U.S. Department of Agriculture, circuses, zoological parks, 
aquariums, or other licensed exhibitory shows provided such exhibitors exercise adequate care and have appropriate 
permits and licenses where such documentation is required. 

ARTICLE 14: REPEAL 

All laws and parts oflaws in conflict with this Ordinance are hereby repealed. 

ARTICLE 15: SEVERABILlTY 

If any provision of this Ordinance or the application thereof to any person or circumstance is held invalid, 
such as invalidity shall not affect other provisions or applications of the Ordinance which can be given effect 

w;thout the ;nvalid prnv;s;on o, applicaHon, aod to this end~isions of this o,a;nance ace declared severable.

Last year we had 89 annuals bought and this year we have sold 52 and we 
have 10 that have bought that didn't buy one last year. 

Debbie gave a report on the front of the Park revenue reports, we had a good weekend 
for the Easter weekend. We continue to rent out the Safe Shelter weekly. Park Partners and 
Mr. Thames have started collecting donations for the handicapped swing. I will get a flyer out 
to the other organizations in the park, Tennis, Soccer and Softball and ask them to extend the 
flyer out to their board members and participants in their leagues. 

Jay gave an update on the Golf Course, these frosts we continue to get the last couple of 
weeks have set things back a little bit. We have gotten all the tee boxes and all the fairways 
aerified. We have been trying to get a tree service out to do some trimming on taller trees that 
we are not able to get too. We are trying to get prepared for the season, were moving around 
irrigation heads and repairing leaks. We vvi.11 be getting into the mowing season soon. Last

month we mentioned about winter kill on the back side of the putting green, it is still shovving. 
What we ·will do is go in and aerify it and take those aerification plugs that we bring out and 
spread them out over those areas. On four silo we had a little bit of winter damage, but the rest 
of them did real good. As we get warmer any areas that are half way will start to fill in. We 
plan on sprigging Magnolia this year, the second week of June. We will start spraying it out in 
May, we v1.rill do that a couple of times before we start sprigging. 

Craig updated on the front of the park, we have finished up our winter projects and are 
beginning our mowing season. Trying to keep areas mowed between the rains, we have had 
very heavy traffic in the playground areas and walking trails on the nicer days. 

Mr. Glidewell mentioned the next time we do ball field lighting, we need to get an 
alternate bid for LED lighting. 

Judge: The leagues pay the cost of the electric bills at the softball field, the lighting was 
not included in the McKinstry audit.

It's good to have something else to work on 
in the future. The whole complex and how we approach that is a pending project. We plan on 
renewing with both leagues this year so they are actively engaged, but the long term plan out 
there is still kind of up in the air.

First of all I want to say I am very excited to be at Ben Geren, just to give you an idea of 
what I am looking at, we have already got the individual lessons going to adults and junior 
golfers. This week we have the Get Golf Ready program starting, it is a PGA national program 
for anyone basically who is wanting to get into golf, somebody that has been out of golf for a 
while and wants to get back into golf or someone wanting to improve their game. That's a five 
week program an hour at a time. We have a ladies only class on Thursdays and an open class 
on Fridays, space is limited and will max out at 6 people per class, we will try to do that two or 
three times throughout the year. Also, I have talked to Chris at first tee and I believe we are 
currently working on a junior golf summer camp. Which is going to be different than the first 
tee program. The first tee program if I'm not mistaken is basically a 12 week program where the 
kids show up once a week. What we are looking at doing is going to be a four day summer 
camp, so they will come out Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday. We will do one in 
June and one in July. So those people who go on vacation or are unable to make the first 
camp, but can make the second one, it's just something that's different, not all families and 
kids can commit to 12 weeks.

Frank Glidewell moved for approval of minutes, accepted by Eddie Beshears that the 
minutes of the February 12, 2018 meeting be approved as presented. 

Paul Wanstr~E;t_ upc;latect qn'the)~in-~iid~l:X~P.O~tsf01: the Golf Course, it \Vas a very 
disappointing month, the weekends ·with the four Saturdays, the total revenue for those 4 days 
combined was $950.00 the 21st through 24th those four days we did a total of $15.00. We had 5 
days with zero sales and 14 days where vve did less than $200 in sales, so it was just a really 
challenging weather month. VVe'll get that out of the way to say that the good side of it, we had 
some good weather days ,vhere the golfers came out, and our daily average for the good 
weather days was $3400.00. So when the weather is good were getting the business out there, 
but it's pretty difficult when you have as much rain and cold weather as we did. Look at the last 
page of your packet, the back of the report, this is an annual report that breaks the country 
dow-n by areas. vVe are in the south central region, it '"'ill give you an idea of how in December 
year to date last year we compare to those numbers. For March we are already at 16 or 17 
thousand dollars in this month. We sold some annuals for February, right novv we have sold 52 
compared to 89 last year, so ,ve are about half ,vay from what we sold last year. A lot of the 
annuals we have sold this year are new annuals, people coming to our golf course that weren't 
here last year. Vv e have roughly sold 10 new annuals. If you look to the back of the packet, 
the last hvo pages, this is a report from Golf Data Tech. They track national rounds of golf 
played, this shows December oflast year and year to date. December the rounds play 
compared to the prior December was up 4.1 percent, a lot of that ·was driven by the Pacific 
Coast where they have really warm temperature in December. Year to date overall the golf 
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rounds played was down 2. 7%, you'll see us down there on the bottom. The next page breaks it 
up, the bottom of the middle column you ,vill see South Central Arkansas with Louisiana and 
Mississippi. December the rounds played was dmvn 21.4% for that area and YfD was dmvn 
6-4% now here are our numbers, again as we come in to these meetings in December we were 
still comparing to 2013-2014, so we really ,,veren't looking at it compared to 2016, so for Ben 
Geren in December, we were actually up 52.5% to where Arkansas, Louisiana, and Mississippi 
were dm"''Il 21.4 % and for the year we ended up 33% and you will see that area was down 6.4%. 
I just say that again we are kind of bucking the National trend in the area vvhich is really good. 
We have talked about the condition of the golf course, the value that the people are getting for 
their money when they come out and play the golf course. Back on the first page of this report 
by the legends, ,,vhen it's one degree warmer year over year that area is seeing an average of 8-
10 % increase of rounds played, ,,vhen there is one inch of rain increase year over year that area 
sees on the average of a 2.2% decrease in rounds play and I think you can now look at that vvith 
the rain we had in February, that goes hand in hand with how much play was affected I thought 
that was pretty interesting. 

Debbie updated on Park revenue, weather has a lot of effect on the Pavilions not being rented. 
I have been booking a lot more for Easter and the safe shelter is still rented out twice if not 
three times a month, our normal tennis and soccer water usage. Gator Golf ·will open spring 
break ,,veek. We are just waiting on ·warmer vveather for people to start renting Pavilions again. 

Scott updated on the Park, all the Pavilions were filled this past weekend, they ,vere being used 
they just don't reserve them. Most of what the front side is doing right now is prepping for 
opening Gator Golf on the 16th of March. We will be open the whole week of spring break and 
will open on the weekends until Memorial Day, then we "''ill open every day of the week. We 
have also been involved in helping Lavaca Park, they had some Vvind damage and trees dovvn. 
The building needs to be touched up every hvo to three year. A lot of people use that park and 
if you ever go out on a Friday or Saturday during their season, they not only fill the parking lot 
but they are parked on the grass. Bob Robinson is still working on the bike trails. Parrot 
Island is in full swing, have full compliments of engineers and maintenance guys ,111orking on 
getting it open. A11 the pools ,-vill be repainted. It depends on the weather and the quality of 
paint you buy, but a paint job can last anywhere from 3-5 years, up to 10 years. The .prep work 
is just as important as the actual painting. They are due to open Memorial Day weekend. Vve 
have been doing an inventory of the playground equipment. We are working with Dr. Thames 
on getting the handicap svving underway. There are a few things on the fitness track that need 
to be replaced. Last thing is on Torraine Lake, we are set to go to finish the trail around it, and 
we are just waiting on the state to give us notice to proceed. That park is very popular, lots of 
people there. We did have a problem with the automatic gate, but we have put a box for the 
fire department and have some heavy duty locks on there now. 
Lovvorn: Any projects moving along on the soccer fields at Chaffee, asphalting the parking lot? 
That is moving along, it's not ready yet, eventua1ly vve have talked about a ribbon cutting for 
that, it is a real nice addition it's got a concession building vvith restrooms. 

Frank Glidewell: I have a question, what have you all done or looked at on the geese, getting 
rid of them? 

Jay: We have looked into several things, from lights to horns and we are still working on it, we 
haven't found a real good solution. I think if we could discourage the nest building for a season 
that would help. I don't think our populations ·we have in the summer are new birds coming in, 
I think they are goslings from previous seasons coming back. 
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Jay updated on golf course, last month vve were talking about possible vvinter damage on some 
of the greens. The Bermuda grass greens look like they have slight vvinter damage, but the 
putting green has some damage on the back end,. What we '"'ill do ,,.rith that is go in there and 
aerify that back portion and a lot of times that v-vill create a situation for new grmvth, but if it 
doesn't, we will aerify on the front part of the putting green and scatter that out and top dress it 
and that should help it make its way in. Although on the main course we have some small 
areas they should grow back in as it starts getting warmer. We have hired a PGA pro, his name 
is Matt Brmvn, he is in a part time position, he contacted us about a month ago. He has been a 
PGA pro since 1990, and he was in the military end of it in Utah, he is from this area and 
transferred back to Chaffee when the military still mvned Chaffee, he has been out at Wolf 
Ridge a couple of years and most recently he has worked for a company called Golf Tech which 
is basically a place you go to get lessons, they have all the high tech stuff, the monitors, sweet 
spin analyzers. He approached us and we told him we didn't have any full time positions, we 
have part time positions, if you want a part time position. It is advantageous for us to have 
someone like that onboard to give lessons and help ·with tournaments and different things. He 
is getting ready to start a program called Get Golf Ready, which is basically for new people to 
learn how to golf. It's a five week program to teach golfers fundamentals and lessons to learn 
how to golf. I'm sure you guys that have been playing golf have seen the new irrigation 
controllers that they have put in and the work at the clubhouse, that's part of the energy audit 
that we have with McKinstry. They have all the new irrigation controllers out on the golf 
course, the central computer is in the clubhouse and they should have that going by the end of 
the week, there is also a weather station that goes vvith the central computer, so it is talking to 
the weather station outside figuring out if we need to water. We have the ability to program 
irrigation better and more efficiently it's going to eventually talk vvith the pump station so if we 
are watering at night and something happens and we have a break, it '"rill shut the system do-wn 
so it won't leak all night long. It vvill definitely help on the efficiency end of it. We will have the 
most up to date and highest technology irrigation system in probably this whole part of 
Arkansas. We are doing pre-emerge right now on the greens, fairways and tee boxes. Men's 
Golf Association starts the first week in April, the Ladies' Golf Association started last ·week. 
Lovvorn: Last month you mentioned there were some repairs and remodeling going on vvith 
the sand traps, all that done now? 
No, we still have to fill in after the rain, ·we have to fill in the bunker on 6 willm,v, we've taken all 
the stuff out but we just have to fill it in, it was so wet we didn't want to go across the golf 
course with heavy machinery. 
Glidewell: What can we do about the lake on 9 silo? 
Jay: We are going to fix is where it drains into the pond down in the fairway, or its going to 
have to drain across 9 magnolia between 9 willow and 9 magnolia. There are drains in there 
but there is such a shallow angle that it doesn't want to move the '"rater. There is not a good 
elevation change to drain it too. So we will get in there and make some drains. 
This weekend the Arkansas Audubon society along with the Arkansas Master Naturalist came 
out and walked out in the Silo prairie and saw close to 50 different species of birds, they found 
one rare bird called the rusty black bird that they are tracking. I think this is ve1y important to 
the community that ,ve have these special plants and animals here at the park and folks can 
come out and see -vvhat they can't see anywhere else. 

Debbie: Scott wanted me to mention before he left a while ago that they did get the generator 
installed here at the Storm Shelter and it is powered by natural gas. 
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Lovvorn: I believe also, Scott mentioned about the Handicap swing when he was here, Dr. 
Thames is now here. 

Thames: I have done a little work on that, the City of Fort Smith put one in at Creekmore Park 
and the cost was $2358.00 includes delivery and tax and they did the installation in house, you 
can go by there and look at it. I have talked to Scott and Debbie about what our base or mailing 
list would be if we try to do this as a fundraiser. 

Lovvorn: I vvonder if it can be added as a 501-c3 if we can put on our Ben Geren Park or 
Sebastian County Parks web page and start getting some communication out there. 

Thames: I think this ·would be a great project to introduce. I was thinking about 
communicating the golfers, maybe soccer association, softball mailing lists. So I guess if 
everyone is in agreement ·with it, go ahead and pursue it and maybe learn from the city of Fort 
Smith's mistakes and get it ·where it's safe and some signage where kids won't tear it up. 

Glidewell: Sounds like a good motion to me and I ,,,,rill second it. 

Lovvorn: We have a motion to issue communication message out seeking financial support for 
this project. 

Glidewell: Second the motion 

Everyone was in favor of the motion, so motion carried to issue communication message out 
seeking financial support for handicap svving at Ben Geren Park.

The meeting was called to order at 12:05 p.m. by David Lovvorn. 

The judge advised since we don't have a quorum we might want to just get into the 
reports, therefore, we will have to have the minutes approved for this month and last 
month's minutes at the next months meeting. 

Jay gave a report on the Golf Course revenue reports, we had a good month, we finished 
strong. We have Roland Oklahoma hosting a tournament today. What has helped in late 
March is the time change, people are playing 9 holes after work. We are still getting people 
buying annuals. Last year we had 89 annuals bought and this year we have sold 52 and we 
have 10 that have bought that didn't buy one last year. 

Debbie gave a report on the front of the Park revenue reports, we had a good weekend 
for the Easter weekend. We continue to rent out the Safe Shelter weekly. Park Partners and 
Mr. Thames have sta1ted collecting donations for the handicapped swing. I will get a flyer out 
to the other organizations in the park, Tennis, Soccer and Softball and ask them to extend the 
flyer out to their board members and paiticipants in their leagues. 

Jay gave an update on the Golf Course, these frosts we continue to get the last couple of 
weeks have set things back a little bit. We have gotten all the tee boxes and all the fairways 
aerified. We have been trying to get a tree service out to do some trimming on taller trees that 
we are not able to get too. We are trying to get prepared for the season, were moving around 
irrigation heads and repairing leaks. We will be getting into the movving season soon. Last 
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month we mentioned about ·winter kill on the back side of the putting green, it is still showing. 
What we vvill do is go in and aerify it and take those aerification plugs that we bring out and 
spread them out over those areas. On four silo we had a little bit of winter damage, but the rest 
of them did real good. As we get warmer any areas that are half way will start to fill in. We 
plan on sp.rigging Magnolia this year, the second week of June. We vd.11 start spraying it out in 
May, we will do that a couple of times before we start sprigging. 

Craig updated on the front of the park, we have finished up our winter projects and are 
beginning our mowing season. Trying to keep areas mowed bet\-veen the rains, we have had 
very heavy traffic in the playground areas and walking trails on the nicer days. 

Mr. Glidewell mentioned the next time we do ball field lighting, we need to get an 
alternate bid for LED lighting. 

Judge: The leagues pay the cost of the electric bills at the softball field, the lighting was 
not included in the McKinstry audit. The problem is the funding capital cost and the challenge 
is what we're going to do with the entire complex. It's good to have something else to work on 
in the future. The whole complex and how we approach that is a pending project. We plan on 
renevving with both leagues this year so they are actively engaged, but the long term plan out 
there is still kind of up in the air. 

Jay introduced Matt Brown. He has been a PGA professional since 1990, he's been an 
Asst. professional at Hardscrabble and some years ago was out at Fort Chaffee. Matt, Paul and 
I had been talking the last several month about the need for a PGA professional at the Golf 
Course and getting young people and women out playing to grow the game. Matt has been 
giving lessons at a company called Golfrec. He has already started several programs at Ben 
Geren that will help grow the game both in town and regionally. 

First of all I want to say I am very excited to be at Ben Geren, just to give you an idea of 
what I am looking at, we have already got the individual lessons going to adults and junior 
golfers. This week we have the Get Golf Ready program starting, it is a PGA national program 
for anyone basically who is wanting to get into golf, somebody that has been out of golf for a 
while and wants to get back into golf or someone wanting to improve their game. That's a five 
week program an hour at a time. We have a ladies only class on Thursdays and an open class 
on Fridays, space is limited and will max out at 6 people per class, we will try to do that two or 
three times throughout the year. Also, I have talked to Chris at first tee and I believe we are 
currently working on a junior golf summer camp. Which is going to be different than the first 
tee program. The first tee program if I'm not mistaken is basically a 12 week program where the 
kids show up once a week. What we are looking at doing is going to be a four day summer 
camp, so they \.\rill come out Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday. We will do one in 
June and one in July. So those people who go on vacation or are unable to make the first 
camp, but can make the second one, it's just something that's different, not all families and 
kids can commit to 12 weeks. But those that can commit to 4 days in a row, we will see what 
the participation is like and go from there. We have also been some discussing bringing back 
or having a city junior championship. Right now the city championship is adults only, there is 
nothing for the kids. Another program depending on participation is the PGA junior league 
which is basically team Golf for juniors, it is a nationwide program with the PGA. Another 
thing that could be a possibility through the PGA is a local qualifier of a drive, chip and putt at 
Ben Geren. 
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Jay: One thing Matt has brought that Paul and I and many of our golfers have seen, is his 
passion and love for golf. Having these ideas of starting grass roots with young people and 
beginning golfers and helping people with their game will grow the membership of golf in Fort 
Smith. 
There is another program through Arkansas State Golf Association and United States Golf 
Association called Play 9. They want to get Ben Geren involved in that, Arkansas State Golf 
Association will promote it on their Facebook page and through there literature that they put 
out promoting Ben Geren as a play 9 golf facility. It's like on the 9th day of every month we 
have a promotion to get folks out to just play 9 holes focusing on beginning golfers or those 
that haven't played in a while. Like I said what Matt has brought is starting to whirlwind up 
into something very positive for Ben Geren in terms of getting new golfers out there. 

Matt: And just to add to that, we also started last week putting tips, drills, rules and answers to 
any golfers questions on our Facebook page. So Jay and I went out and filmed a putting drill 
last week, so that may give us an opportunity also for promotion and getting more golfers out 
to Ben Geren.

The meeting was called to order at 12:08 p.m. by David Lovvorn. 

The minutes were not included in the packet for this month, therefore, we will have to 
approve March, April and May's minutes in the June meeting. 

Paul updated on Golf Course revenue for April we ended up at 46, 600. Which is 
$17,000 below budget. The first three weekends were disappointing in April, we did more the 
last weekend in April than the first 3 weekends combined. There is good news in there as well, 
if you look at the Detail by Sub department, I just want to mention the annuals. In April of this 
year, we only collected $1900.00 in annuals versus $11, 600 last year and that would look fairly 
alarming, but what you have to remember is in 2016 the annuals went until the end of March 
2017, so everyone up until the end of March was still using there prior year annuals. When 
people buy annuals they have the option to pay for it all at once or they can pay half when they 
buy it and half in June so since a lot of them last year were buying it in April, they were just 
paying all ofit at one time and not have to worry about it in June. That's why the annuals look 
so off, but if you look year to date were still up $3600 in annuals. The other good news on the 
annuals is last year in June, when I sent an email out to remind folks there other half was due, 
if I recall it was slightly less than $4000.00 this year it is going to be a little over $13,000.00 
that will help us in June especially on annuals. One other area I would like to touch on is on 
this report under the driving range, last year that was one area we were soft in. We were ahead 
in driving range and are also still ahead for the year in driving range, so we feel really good with 
that. We have started off really strong in May, the weather has gotten very hot, so the course is 
greening up, we had 2 nice tournaments last weekend, we have Gerdau steel this Friday which 
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has turned out to be a very big tournament with 100 players, we have the Vietnam vets on 
Saturday. We are really starting to hit full stride with the Tournaments at the Course. I feel 
really good where we are month to date in May as compared to the budget. 

Glidewell: Would it be worth it to give a discount for people that would like to have 
Tournaments on Monday. 

Paul: Yes it is a good idea and I do that, I try not to schedule anything on Saturdays because it 
gets so busy anyway, but there are one or two that feel like they have to do it on Saturday but 
they pay the same fee as anyone that walks up to play, I tell them I can't discount any on the 
weekends, so they pay the regular rate. 

The 46th annual four ball will be June 1, 2 and 3rd, it was a real success last year and we are 
looking forward to it being even bigger this year. 

Jay: We are anticipating 40 two man teams in the four ball tournament this year. 

Jay updated on the Golf Course, we are excited that the weather has gotten hot for the 
Bermuda greens. Last week it started greening up, we started mowing fairways and gave Silo 
and willow there first applications of fertilizer on the fairways, we didn't do anything with 
Magnolia since we will have it closed down for the month of June. Right after the four ball 
tournament we will start doing the sprigging on Magnolia. We have already sprayed out the 
greens, so it is coming along. I have started the research on dogs to get rid of the geese and 
have contacted a couple of people about geese reduction. The dogs can't bite them or do 
things, they have to be trained to scare them off and they just become such a pest to the geese 
that they don't want to come there anymore. I have made a lot of phone calls this past week to 
check out options. Something else we have done on a couple of the greens next to the ponds 
are we have put a rope up next to the ponds so they can't move past it. That has helped certain 
greens. There are a lot of geese out there just hanging out, but we still need a dog to run them 
and that will get in the water. A Collie is the best because they have the herding instinct and 
then they will go in the water too and get them out of the water. They have three or four 
companies that will train the dog. 

Craig updated on the front of the park, we have been extremely busy the last few weeks, we 
have softball starting up, every day we have schools at the playground area from 10 am - 3pm. 
We have started our mowing season, which takes most of our time. We have sprayed growth 
regulators to keep down on the mowing. We are looking at areas in the park to have native 
areas to keep the mowing down as well. We put in a new grill at Pavilion #2, one of the grills 
the bottom had deteriorated, so Jay and I discussed and decided to put a larger grill in that 
area. 

As we work on our 2019 budget maybe we can have more involvement from the Park Board 
and Quorum Court that is interested in the Park as to what we consider to put in the Park 
budget, of course there's always a trade off, but Pavilions, other support gear. Whenever we 
did a study in the past they identified that we needed more picnic tables and sites maybe with 
some shade over them and little grills because we have a lot of land. You can look at the 
playground equipment that we have and it's been enhanced a couple of times. 
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One thing Jay forgot to mention on the Golf Course was that we had Magazine High Schools 
FFA come out and tour the Golf Course and the Native areas, there were about 25 students. 
This week County Line High School is coming to tour the Golf Course and Native areas as well. 
We had a University of Arkansas horticulture professor come dmvn and there will be a grad 
student come down this Thursday with him this week to talk about their horticulture program. 
We had four University of Arkansas Fort Smith students this past semester doing research out 
here in the Park they just started a research class, they are medical student out at UAFS. Next 
semester we will probably have another four ongoing. Three of them were doing stuff in the 
creeks and ponds and one of them was doing stuff out in the prairie. 

Judge mentioned about collaborated park grant with the medical college to take some of their 
park plan to matching money for a grant to put a park in on their property, they needed a 
governmental entity to serve as the grant entity so we are hopefully going to do that tomorrow 
night as a resolution before the Quorum Court, Kyle Parker has sent a letter where their staff 
will maintain it, that will be another Park for the college to use but it ·will be public park. 

Mike Thames advised we haven't had a huge response to our wheelchair fundraiser, the way we 
have it set up is that we have people sending money to a P.O. Box, I have been told by younger 
folks that we need to have a pay pal or something they can do online. Our issue I think is that 
we haven't been able to get the message out in any comprehensive way. We ·will give it another 
month or two and see what happens. It's on the web page and has been sent out to all the 
golfers. We could do a nevvspaper ad. Park Partners is a registered charity, you can do a go 
fund me. We tried to do it the conventional way first, we may have to get creative on our 
fundraising.
